‭1.‬ ‭How often do you consider the spiritual warfare that is going on unseen?  Why are‬
‭we generally unaware?‬

‭2.‬ ‭Why is it so important that we have an advocate, a defender in the heavenly court?‬

‭3.‬ ‭What are some examples of how you have seen Satan “stalking the earth” either‬
‭personally or in the world at large?‬ ‭Remind them‬‭of: He is blinding minds, stealing‬
‭God's Word, opposing God's work, inflicting disease, tempting immorality, sewing‬
‭tares, attacking God's Word, spreading false doctrine, deceiving the nations, and‬
‭causing persecution against true believers.‬

‭4.‬ ‭How can we take comfort from the fact that Satan is limited by God’s sovereignty?‬
‭Do specific verses come to mind that remind you of this? (Romans 8:28, 1 John 4:4,‬
‭2 Cor 4:8-10)‬

‭5.‬ ‭Why is it important to know that Job was upright, blameless and God fearing?‬

‭6.‬ ‭Can you recall times when God’s protection kept you “hedged in”?‬

‭7.‬ ‭What was so diabolical about Satan’s question - “Does Job fear God for nothing?”‬
‭What were his two accusations? How does this compare to Satan’s interaction with‬
‭Eve?‬

‭8.‬ ‭How is God not able to be charged with evil in this account?‬

‭9.‬ ‭Have you been guilty of allowing circumstances to affect your worship of God? How‬
‭can we guard against this?‬

‭10.‬‭What are ways you are preparing yourself for spiritual warfare?‬
